SKINS. The change came about in 1945 by some very unusual and interesting circum-
stances. It was just after the ending of World War Two, and the Country had not returned
to peacetime production of manufactured goods. Football uniforms were mostly nonexist-
ent. So, when N. S. Woodard arrived at Model to establish a high school football team the
only football uniforms available were blue in color. Of course this wouldn’t do. The Red-
skins color was red!

SO... COACH WOODARD AND PRINCIPAL MINOR “punted”. They just changed the
school’'s mascot to that of Blue Devils... thereby giving birth to today’s Model Blue Devils
and the School’s colors of blue and white.
