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 N. S. WOODARD, the coach at Model High School from 1945 

through 1955 was a gentleman, a believer and a coach. Coach 

Woodard began his coaching in 1933 at Davisboro High School in 

Washington County, Ga. There, he coached both girls and boys bas-

ketball, plus track and baseball. In 1942 he came to Rome GA as an 

assistant football coach at Rome High School.  Woodard held this 

position from 1942 until 1944 while at Rome where he also 

coached  girls and boys basketball for one year each.  

 

 IN 1945 COACH WOODARD moved to Model High School as 

head basketball coach for both boys and girls, plus track and base-

ball.  Coach Woodard then decided that Model should play foot-

ball. So, he sent the a call to candidates. Some 90% of the prospects for  what would become Model’s first team 

had never even seen a football game while none had ever played in one!  

 

 MODEL’S FIRST FOOTBALL SEASON saw the Blue Devils win five and lose two. The fundamentals plus block 

and tackle made up the basic theory Coach Woodard taught at Model It was 1953 and 1954 that Coach 

Woodard reached the pinnacle of success when his team won the Georgia State Class B championship twice in a 

row.  

 

 DURING THESE TWO SEASONS, the team racked up 25 consecutive victories. These two teams are rated by 

many as the two best high school teams developed in the area in 20 years. Under coach NS Woodard the Model 

Team played 110 football games... winning  91 while loosing only 19. N. S. Woodard... a master at getting the job 

done no matter how tough the job was.

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 HE CAME FROM THE HILLS of North Georgia 

to write his name in sports annals of his high 

school, a fine preparatory school and a major 

college. He brought high prestige to this area 

and his induction in the Rome-Floyd County 

Sports Hall of Fame is certainly overdue. 

 

 WHILE A STUDENT at Model High School in 

the late 50’s he attained high honors in every 

sport from football, baseball, basketball and 

track. He was all-state in football in ’58 and ’59. 

Following his most successful career at Model 

where he earned 16 varsity letters. He then 

went on the Darlington School on the then post 

graduate program and immediately began to 

make himself known in the mid-south athletic 

circles. He was named All-Mid-South in ’60 and ’61 as a running back as well as a defensive back. 

 

 Upon completing the post graduate course at Darlington, this man accepted grant in aid to play football 

at the University of Georgia where he played varsity football for three years. He was co-captain of the Georgia 

team that upset Alabama in the closing seconds of a nationally televised game, and this same team upset a 

highly touted Michigan team 15-7. He was selected all SEC in the Sun Bowl against Texas Tech and the great 

Donnie Anderson, our man and his fellow Bulldogs won in 1964. He was selected permanent captain of the 

Georgia team after the season and then was selected to play in the, the big college all-star game in Chicago
